STATEMENT
of the Head of the Delegation of Ukraine
at the International Conference on Nuclear Security:
Commitments and Actions (5-9 December 2016, Vienna)

Mr. President,

Ukraine acknowledges the central role of the Agemty
strengthening the nuclear security framework glybanhd in
coordinating international activities in the fielof nuclear
security.

We proceed from asserting that the main respoitgildbr
nuclear security rests with each individual staid. states
have the responsibility to establish appropriatteays and to
take necessary measures to prevent, detect andncedp
unauthorized access to nuclear and other radicactaterial.

We commend the Secretariat for its work in impletmgnthe
Nuclear Security Plan for 2014-2017, which enalphesnber
states to determine priorities of the long-termvaeats in the
area of nuclear security, improve relevant natiosydtems
and use optimal ways for mobilizing internationappgort and
expertise.

We recognize the need to further promote adherémcand
implementation of, the international legal instrumserelevant
to nuclear security. Ukraine welcomes the entnto iforce
the Amendment to the Convention on the Physical praect
of Nuclear Material (CPPNM) after ratification lyo-thirds
of the States Parties of the Convention (on 8 Mah62.
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Ukraine acceded to the Convention on the PhysiazkeBtion
of Nuclear Material in 2005 and successfully harrned
national legislation with provisions of this intatronal
instrument. This is an important step to strengtigerthe
nuclear security regime of our country.

Ukraine, that currently has 15 operational powettsuat 4
sites of Ukrainian NPPs, which constitute one & thargest
nuclear-energy programmes in Europe, attaches great
importance to the world wide implementation andtocwous
improvement of the highest standards of nucleaurggc

Over the past two years Ukraine significantly appib and
strengthened the national regime of physical ptmeof its
facilities and material by developing and introchgciat all
Ukrainian NPPs comprehensive plan of actions ine caf
sabotage and crisis situation, as well as deveiopiojects for
modernizationof physical protection systems of nuclear and
waste management facilitieswhich, inter alia, has been
incorporated in the Integrated Nuclear Security @upPlan

of Ukraine for 2016-2018.

Ukraine is taking necessary measures to ensure@o@iate
level of physical protection of nuclear facilitiesd material,
fully performs its international obligation in tharea of
nuclear security, and remains a reliable partnghénnuclear
sphere with one of the largest nuclear power progras in
Europe.

Meanwhile, strengthened regime of physical prooectof
nuclear facilities and material in Ukraine, prinhamelated to
the ongoing aggression of Russian Federation.
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Russian-terrorist forces deprived our country ofe th
opportunity to provide the proper control over tadioactive
sources in the certain areas of the Donetsk andarsih
regions. It is entirely possible that these souas be used
by terrorists for the malicious purposes or asadibject for the
illicit trafficking through the uncontrolled part# Ukrainian
border.

The Russian Federation violated the principles bé t
International law and criminally occupied the Aubomous
Republic of Crimea and the city of Sevastopol, csgit
nuclear installations and materials on the Penensaiich are
the property of Ukraine and are covered by IAEAe§afrds
according to the valid Safeguards Agreement anditioaichl
protocol to it between IAEA and Ukraine. Therebggeessor-
country made impossible to provide the requireduliagry
control over these materials and installations]uithag the
research reactor andther nuclear installations of the
Sevastopol National University of Nuclear Energydan
Industry.

The only way to secure against the illicit traffiog,
destruction and malicious use of radioactive andlear
material by Russian-terrorist forces and also tistaillations,
which use such material on the temporarily occupied
territories, is to return the control of Ukraineeovall the
territory within its internationally recognizémbrders

Despite of such extremely difficult conditions, wentinue
insistently improving our possibilities in the sph®f nuclear
security.
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In this context | would like to underline the impamce of the
IAEA’s Integrated Nuclear Security Support Plansr fo
assisting states to establish comprehensive pragesmof
nuclear security improvements.

The Integrated National Nuclear Security Plan ofdike for
2016-2018 was approved on February 2016 and cafoece.

Ukraine attaches a big importance to the partimpain the
Incident and Traffic Database (IAEA) and will suppsuch
activity of the Agency in future. Also, we wouldké other
countries to participate more actively in the imh@tion
exchange.

Ukraine recognizes the importance of Nuclear Sécuri
Summit process in strengthening the global regifmeuclear
security. We underline the important role of theER in
strengthening the international nuclear securitghiéecture
and to continue the implementation of the outconoés
summits on nuclear security.

Ukraine supports the Agency’'s efforts to strengthen
coordination among international organizationscpeses and
initiatives, such as the Global Initiative to ComniNuclear
Terrorism, the 1540 Committee, Interpol, the Global
Partnership Against the Spread of Weapons and Mbtef
Mass Destruction and the Nuclear Security Sumnotess.
