Tunisia has made major advances in cancer control
and has developed a National Strategy on Cancer
Control covering a five-year period (2010-2014). The
strategy includes plans for the expansion of health
facilities in order to increase access to healthcare,
as services are mainly concentrated in Tunis and
coastal areas. During the mission, the team visited
Tunis, Sousse and Sfax and met with health
professionals from the Institute of Public Health,
public and private hospitals, clinics and health
centres, as well as various associations for the
support of cancer patients and their families.

In view of the increasing number of cancer cases,
the Government of Tunisia is strongly committed
to reducing the cancer burden in the long term.
