6. After some discussion, in which IMr., MICHAELS (United King-
dom), Mr, ZAMYATIN (Union of Soviet Socialist Republics) and Mr,
JOLLES (Secretary General) took part, Mr, SOLE (Union of South
Africa) said that, while he could agree with the Secretary General's
proposal that the.Conference should close on 24 October, he felt

that some more detailed time-~table should be adopted. TFor example,
the Chairman micht announce the closing date for the general debate
and suggest that the two Main Committees should meet shortly before

out that the Main Committees would be unable to begin work on certain
