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GLNERAL PRINCIPLLS TO BE OBSLRVLD IN THS PROVISIONAL STAFF
REGULATIONS OF THE AGLNCY

The Gencral Conference,

(a) Taking into account Artiecle VII.I of the Statute, and

(b) FHaving considercd tne rcport of thc Board of Governors,
pursuant to Article VII.I of the Statute, on g.ncral rules to
govern the staff:rcgulations of the Agency (GC.1(S)/COM.2/12),
Approves the following general prinéiplcs to b¢ observed in the

provisional staff regulations of the Agency:

1. The paramount consideration in the rceccruitment and cmployment
‘0f the staff and in the dctermination of conditions of scrvice
shall be to securc staff of the highcst standards of efficiency,
tcchnical ccmpetence and integrity. Subjcct to this consider-
ation, due rcgard shall be paid to the contributions of Members
of thec agency énd to the imwortance of rccruiting the staff on
as wide a geographical basis as possible,.

2. Staff members shall be sclected without distinction as to race,
"s¢x or religion, )

3. The permancnt staff of the Agenhcy shall be kcpt to the minimum
required to fulfil the objecctives and functions of the Agency.

4, The Staff of the Agency shall be international civil scrvants
whose responsibilities are not national but exciusivoly

international. Thecy shall at all times conduct themselves
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as international ciwvil servants, and shall perform their

duties and regulatc their conduct with the interests of the
Agency only in view, Lach Mcmber of the Agency undertakes to
respect the international character of the. responsibilities of
the staff and shall not seek to influence the staff in the
dischafge of their duties. ‘

In the performancce of their duties, the gtaff shall neither
scek nor accept instructions from ény Goﬁernment or from any
6ther authority d&éxterhal to "thc agcency. ”

The staff may e¢xercise the right to vote but shall not cngagc
in aﬁ}iother polifiéal acfivity.

In the performance of their dutics the staff shall not, subject
to their résponsibilities to the Agency,disclosc any industrial
secret or other confidentiai information coming to their know-
lcdge by rcason of their official dutics for the Agéhcy.

The conditions of service of the staff shall c¢onform to the
provisions of Article VII of the Statute and, inso far as is

. consistent with the needs of the Agchdy, conform to accepted

international standards. Administrative machinery with staff
participation shall be cstablished to advise the Director
General rcegarding personnel policics, general gqucstions of
staff wclfarc and appcals from administrative decisions.,

The Dircctor General shall be the Chicf administrative officer
of the Agency and shall perform his duties in accordance with
regulations adopted by the Board of Governors.
