Rule 30. Represcatetives of States not Members cf the
Agency

Representatives of States lMembers of the United Nations
or of any of the specialized agencies which are not
Members of the Agency shall be invited to attend the

General Conference and may participate without vote
on matters of dirc¢ct concern to them.

Rule 21, Represcntatives of the Tnited Nations and of
the Specialized A geneies

Representatives of the United Nations and of the
specialized agencies shall be ertitlcd to attend
sessions of the Genersl Conference and to participate
without vote on matters of cormor interest between
then and the Agency,
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Rule 32, Reggesqgigiives of other Inter-Governmental
Organizations snd Neon-governmentel Organizations
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Representatives of inter-govermmental organizations
other than the Unitcd Naticns and the specialized
agceneies and of nen--goverizental organizations, with
which an appropriztc relationship with the Agency has
been cstablished in accordance with Article XVI of the
Statute, shall be invitcd to attend sessions of the

General Confercnce."
