Proposed Agreement between the International
Atomic Energy Agency and the Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Kations

1. In accordance with paragraph 2 of resolution GC.1(S)/RES/11 of the
General Conference, the Board of Governors submits for the approval of the
General Confercnce under Article V.E.7 of the Statute the text of a rclation-
ship agreoment between the International Atomic Energy Agoncy and the Food
and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO). This text was
approved by the Board on 18 September 1958,

2 In accordance with Article XIII of the proposed agreement, this
agrecment shall come inte force on its approval by the General Conference

of the Agency and the Conference of FAO which is scheduled for Wovember 1959.

3. The Board recommends that tho General Conference should authorize the
Director General to make such editorial changes as may be necessary in the

Co~operation and Consultation
! P

1. The International Atomic ILnergy Agcncy ond the Food and Agriculture Organ-
ization of the United Nations agree that with a view to facilitating the effect-
ive attainment of the objectives get forth in their respective constitutional
instruments, vithin the general frameork established by the Charter of the
United Nations, they will act in close co~overatin with each other and will

consult each other regularly in rez.rd to matters of common interest.

2. The Tood and Agriculture Organigotion of the United Nations recogniszes the
responsibilities of the International Atomic wnergy Agency as set forth in the
Statute of the Agency, and as recognized in the agreement betwecn the Urnited
Metions and the Agency, and the exchange of letters which accompanied thet

agreenent,

3. The International Atomic fnergy Agency rccognizes the responsibilities of
the Tood and sgriculture Orgonization of the United Nations as set forth in the
constitution of that Crganization and recogniged in the agre.ment between the

United Kations and the Food and Agricul ture Organization of the United Nations.,

Le In particular the Food and Lgriculturc Organiwation of the United Wations
recogniges that the International Atomic inergy Acency, by virtue of its Statute
and i1ts primary recponsibility in the field of the peaceful uses of atomic
energy, has a corresponding concern in the co-~ordination of world-ivide
activities iﬁ’this field, without projudicc to the responsibility of the

Tood and Agriculture Organization of the United Wations in matiers relating

to feod and a;riculture as defined in its constitution.

5 Accordingly, in all cases where either organization proposes to initiate
a progranme or activity on a subject in which the other organization has or
may have a substantial interest, the firot party shall consult the other
Defore bringing to Tinality the progromr.e or initiating the activity.

ARTICLE TIIX

Exmchange of Information and Documents

L Subject to such wrrangements as may be necessary for the safeguarding of
confidential matcrial, the Sccretariat of the International Atomic Energy Agency
and the Sccretariat of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United
Notions shall kcep each other fully informed concerning 2ll projected activities

and 21l »rogrammcs of work which may be of interest to the other party.
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2 The Internctional Atomic Energy Agency and the Food and Agriculture Organ-
ization of the United Nations recognize that theoy may £ind it ncecessary to apply
certain limitations for the safe-guarding of confideontial information furnished
to thcm. They thereforc cgree that nothing in this Agrcement sholl be construed
as requiring either of them to furnish such information as would, in the judg-
ment of the party possessing the information, constitute o violation of the
confidence of any of its members or onyonec from whom it has rcceived such inform-

ation or otherwisc intorfere with the ordcerly conduct of its operations.

3. The Dirzctor General of the International Atomic Energy Agcency and the
Director Goneral of tho Foud ond Agriculturc Orgonizaticn of the United Nations
or their representatives shall, at the request of cither party, arrange for
censultations regarding the provision by cither party of such speeial information

ag may be of interest to the cthor party.

ARTICLE IV

Proposal of Agenda Items

Aftor 'such preliminary consultations as may be nccessary, the Feod nd
Agriculture Organization of the United Hations shall include on the provisional
agende of its Conference or its Council itoms proposed to it by the Int.rnational
Atomic FEnergy Agency. Similerly, the International Atomic fnergy Agency shall
include on the provisional agenda of its Gencral Confercncce or its Board of
Governors itcms proposed by the Feod end Agriculturc Orgunization of the United
Nations. Items submitted by either party for considceration by the other shall

be accompanied by an explenatory memorandum.

ARTICLE V

Co-operation botwecn Secrstariats

The Secretariat of the Interngtional Atomic Energy Agency ond the Secretariat
of the Food and Agriculture Orgenization of the United Nations shall maintain a
close working relationship in accordance wiith such arrangements as may hove been
agrced upon from time to time by the Director General of the Agency and the

Food ~nd Agriculture Organization of the United Nations.
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ARTICLE VI

Administrative and Technical Co-cperation

The International Atomic Energy Agency and the Food and Agriculture Organ-
ization of the United Hetions agre:z to ccnsult cach other from time to time
regarding the most efficient use of personncl and resources ~nd appropricte

methods of zvoiding thc establishment and operation of competitive or overlapping
facilitices and scrvite.

ARTICLE VIT

Statistical Services

In view of the désirability of maximum co~operation in the statistical field
~nd cf rinimising the burdens piaood on national governmepts and cther orgoniza-
tions from which information may be collceted, the Internationnl Atomic Inergy
hgency ond the Food and Agriculture Orgonization of the United Nations undertake
t¢ avoilid undesirable duplication betwegn them with respect tc the collection,
compilotion end publication of statistics and to consult with ench other on the
mest efficient use of information, rescurces and technical personnel in the fiecld

ARTICLE VIII

Personncl Arrangements

The Intornotional Atomic Inergy Agency -nd the Food and Agriculture Orgon-—
ization of the United Nations agree that the measures to be tcoken by them, within
the fromework of any general zrrangements for co-operation in reogard to personnel
matters which are made by the United Nations, will include:

(a) Measures to avoid competition in the rccruitment of their
personncls and

(b) Meosures to facilitate interchange of personncl on a temporary
or permanent basis, in appropriate cases, in order to obtain the
maximum benefit from their services, making due provision for the

protection of the seniority, pension and other rights of the
personnel concerned.
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ARTICLE IX

Financing of 3pecial Services

If comnrliance with a request for assistance made by either organization
to the other would involve substantial expenditure for the organization complying
with the request, consultation shall take place with & view to determining the

most equitable manner of meeting such expenditure.
ARTICLE X

ITmplementation of the Agsreement

The Director General of the International Atomic *nergy Agency and the
Director General of the Food and Agriculture Orgonization of the United Fations
may enter into such arrangements for the implementation of this Agreement as may
be found desirable in the light of the operating experience of the two organ--

izations.
ARTICLE XTI

NWotification to the United Nations and Filinz and Recording

1. In accordance with their respective agreements with the United Hations, the
International Atomic Energy Agency and the Food and JAgriculture Organization
of the United Nations will inform the United Nations forthwith of the terms of

the present Agreement.

2 On the coming into force of the present agreement in accordance with the
provision of Article XIII, it will be communicated to the Secretary-Ceneral

of the United Ilictions for filing and recording.
ARTICLE XTI

Revision of the Agreement

This Agreement shall be subject to revision by agreement between the
International Atomic Energy /gency and the Food and ‘griculture Organization

of the United Nations.

ARTICLE XIIT

Intry into Force

This Agreement shall come into force on its approval by the General
Conference of the International Atomic Energy Agency and the Conference of the

Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations.
