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ARRANGEMENTS FOR A POSSIBLE REPORT TO THE ECONOMIC
AND E£OCIAL COUKCIL OF THE UNITED NATIONS BEFORE
THE THIRD REGULAR SESSION OF THE GENERAL CONFERENCE

Wote by the Director General

1. The Econoric and Social Council of the United Nations on 31 July 1956
adopted resolution 694(XXVI) which, intcr alia expresscd the hope that the

Agency would find it dppropriate to submit annual reports to the Council.

2. During its discussion of this resolution on 17 September 1958 the Board of
Governors decided, in view of the fact that it had proposed the inclusion of

an item in the provisional agenda of the General Conference on the subject of

a possible rcport by the Agency to the Council, the text of this resolution

should be communicated to the General Confercence for its information.

3. The resolution is acbordingly reproduced in the appendix to this document,
preceded by an explanatory note by the Director General the substance of which

was presented to the Board.
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Explanatory nofe on tﬂe guestion of an annual report
to the FEconomic and Social Council

1. The following communication, dated 20 August 1953, has been received by
the Director General from *the United Nationss

"I am directed by the Secrotary-General to transmit to you,
enclosed hecrewith, a copy of the text of Economic and Social
Council resolution 694 (XXVI), which was adopted by the Council
at its 1044th plcnary meeting held on 31 July 1958.

Your attention is drawn in particular to Council
resolution 694 E (XXVI), on co-ordination of activities in the
ficld of atomic cnergy".
2. With regard to this resolution, it will be recalled that under Articlc V
of the Relationship Agreement with the United Nations, the Agency is required
to consider any resolution rclating to it which is adopted by the General Asscmbly

or by a Council of thc United Nations, and to report on any action taken thereon.

3, While the resolution as a whole is of intcrest to the Agency the present
paper confines itsclf to resolution 694 E (XXVI) which, inter alia:

"Expresscs thc hope that, in order to assist the Council in the
discharge of its functions in the field of co—ordination, the
International Atomic Encrgy Agency, in accordancc with paragraph 1(c)
of article III of the Agrcement governing the relationship bétween
the United Nations and the Agency(l) will find it apprepriatc to
submit annually for thc uge of the Council, at its second scssion
cach year, a report on matters within the competence of the Councilg"

4, In considering the manncr in which the Agency should respohd to this requcst,
it may be recalled that the Agency is bound to rcport annually to the General
Assembly of the United Nations (Articles IIT B 4 of the Statutc and III 1(a) of
thce Relationship Agrccment). As far as the Economic and Social Council is con-
cerned, the Agency is rcquired to submit rceports on matters within the Council's
competence (Articles III B 5 of the Statutc and III 1(c) of the Relationship
Agrcement) but there is no requircment that such rcports be submitted periodic-

ally.

(1) Under paragraph 1(c) of Article III of the Relationship Agreement the
Agoncy is required to "submit rcports to the Economic and Social Council
and to other organs of the United Nations on mattcers within their respcective
competence.
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5. While therefore it would be within the powers of the Genecral Conference
to authorize thce submission of such annual reports, the adoption of this rcso-
lution by the Council does not in itself place a legal obligation on the Agency

to report annually.

6. The Board has alrcady considercd the possibility that the Agency might
make its Tirst report to the Council under Articles IIT B 5 of the Statutc and
III 1{c) of the Relationship Agrcement before the third regular scssion of the
General Confercncc, and has accordingly proposed the inclusion in the provi-
sional agendag/for the sccond reogular session of the General Confcrence of an
item on "Arrangements for a possible report to the Economic and Social Council
of the United Nations bcforc the third regular session of the General Con-

ference", (Item 22).

Te Aside from the legal aspacts of the matter, thorce are a number of practical
considerations which should be borne in mind. If, as the Board has rccommcnded
to the Geoneral Conference, the Agency becomes a participating organization in
the United Nations Expanded Programme of Technical Assistance, thc Agency's

tics with thc Economic and Sociel Council will be considcrably strengthcned and
therc are likely to bc sufficient developments of common intcrest cach year to
justify en annual report. The same will apply to projects which the Ageney

may carry out with the assistance of thc Special Fund. The Agency 1s also
indirectly linkcd to the Council through the Dircctor General's participation

in the Administrative Committcc on Co-ordination (ACC) which rcports to it
regularly and to which the Council frequeontly addrcsses rccommendations.

Finally the Council has recsponsibilitics undcr Article 63.2 of the United Nations
Chartcr for co-ordinating the activitics of the specialized agencics through
consultation with and rccommcndations to thesc agencics and through rccommenda-
tlons to the General Assembly and to the Mombers of the United Nations. While
the Agency is not a specializmcd agoncy, this function of the Council is likoly
to be of waluc to it in promoting the co-ordination of thc programmes of othor

rembers of the United Nations family with thosc of the Agency.

5o As, unlike thc spccilalizcd agencics, the Agency's annual rcport to the
United Nations is madce to the Goneral Assembly, any rcports which it is decided
that the Agency will makce to the Economic and Scocial Council should be complo~
mentary to the annual report and not a duplication of it. Such roports would,
under Article VI J of the Statute be preparcd by the Board for submission to

- the General Conference for its approval under Article V E 6.

"9, In connexion with its considerntion of the twenty-second report
of the Administrotive Committee con Co-ordination to the Economic and Social
Councillé/and the annual reports of the specialized agencies, the Committce
cxpresscd satisfaction at the growing degree of intcr-agency co-operation
at nll levels. Intcrest was ~lso evinced in the rcview which the
Adninistrative Committec on Co-ordincation would be making of its machinocry and
proccdures, in order to increasc in every way pessible the effectiveness of
the contributien 1t could moke to the work of the Council and the governing

organs of the specialized agenciecs.

"10, The Committee sharcd the hope expressed by several represcntatives
thot the Administrative Committec on Co-ordination would consider the
suggestion made by the Dircctor-Gencral of the Food and Agriculture
Organizationll/in plenary mecting of the Council, regarding a "froo-the-

world-from-hunger ycar",

"11. Special mention was clso made of the weaknesses in the so-~called
"common system" of salaries, allowances and other bencfits of servioe among
the United Notions, the Internntional Labour Organisation, the United Nations
Educetion2l, Scientific and Cultural Orgarnizaticn, the Food and Agriculture

The importance
of improving publicity for international economic and social work and of
co—ordinating more closely the activitics of the various public information
gervices was stressed. It was hoped that the Administrative Committee on
Co~ordination would consider this subject, taking account of the report of
the expert committee on the public information activities of the United Nations

to be presented to the General Assembly at its thirteenth session,1

"13. In connexion with possibilities of concerted action, the Committee
expressed the view that the Social Commission should consider, at its
forthcoming twelfth session, prcliminary steps which might be taken for the
eventual cstablishment of programmcs of concerted action in the ficlds of

urbanization, and housing, building and planning.

"14. In connexion with programme appraisals for the period 1959 to 1964,

the Committee wished to make the following observations:

(g) The appreisals are regarded as a step in the dynamic process of
developing progressively the effectiveness of the United Wations and the
specialized agencies as instruments for assisting the countries of the world

to develop economically and socially at a greatly accelerated rate.

(E) The appraisals are a further step in the development of co-ordination
through which the respective programmes of the United Nations organizations have
gained, over the years, in purpose, depth and strength. Such co~ordination
has been achieved not by way of centralization, not by directives or orders,
but by consultation and persuasion and by free co—-operation in the efforts

designed to improve the lot of man.
