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SCAL I OF M IMB:InS' CONTRIBUTIONS

Recommondations by the Diresctor Gencral concsrning tho scale

of Membors! contributions for 1959

1. Article XIV.D. of the Statute nrovides that in fixing thoe scale of
Mombers! contributions the G neral Conforence shall be guided by the principles

adopted by the Unitad Nations in assessing contributions of liomber States to

the regular budget of the United Nations,

2. In the expactation that a numbor of States would join the .lgency batween
the first and sccond sessions of theo Gineral Confarencey the Gensral Confercnce
at its first special session approved for 1958 a provisional scale of
assessmentsl/ based on thz scal. adoptad by th> Gzneral .Lsgombly of the

United Nations for 1957, At th~ samc timo the General Conference roesolved
that a roviced scals for 1958, 1o ircluds all nocw members joining the Agancy
between 15 Octobor 157 and ths second regular scosion of tho Conforoncg,

should bz cclculased and submittcd for its approvol during its sccond session,

not only of th: admission of now Membur States, but also of th» fact that socon
after the first sossions of twz Gencral Confceronce the United Natiens General
Asscmbly anproved its scale of contributions for 1955, and, since a revised
scalc had in any casc to be calculatcd; it was considorced advisable to usce as a
basis the latest United Nations scale available.

4, Howevor, it is tho normal practice for tho specialized agonciocs to base
their contribution scales for the following yoar on the United Nations scalo

in force during the currcnt calzxndar y-ar, sincce their Goncral Confeorcnces
sometimes meet before the Genoral Assombly has approved the United Nations
scalz for the following yoar. It is rocommonded that the same practice be

followed by tails Agency.

(b) The por capita contribution of any Member shall not
cxcceoed tho per cavita contribution of th: licmbor which

bears the highzst asscssment.

The rule, usod in calculetins the scale for 10538, ~hich said that '"the rate of
contribution of thc Momber which boars the highest asscssmont shall be set at
33-1/3 per cent of th> total asscssment", is considercd to be no longer
applicablec. The G:ncral Asscmbly of the United Nations approved for 1958 an
assessment of the contribution duc from the Unitcd States of America at a
figurs bolow 33"1/3 per cente Sincc tho Agency prcefors to take advantage of
tho work donz by the Uniteod liations Statistical Services and the United Nations
Commit“ece on Contributions by following the procedurc approved by the General
Assembly, tho agoncey has roduccd the contribution duc from the United Statos

of Amzrica to a figurc basad on thn currcent United Nations scalce,

6. TFinancial Regulation 6.02 providess
"In th> asscssmont of the contributions of Membor States, adjustments shall
be made to the amount of tho ajpropriations approved by the Goneral Conference

for the fellowing financial ycar in resvoct of:

(a) Supplementary approprietions for which contributions

have not previously bien assesscd on Mamber Statcss

(b) Revenue under Regulation 3.07(a) which has not alrcady
been taken into account in the asscssments of contributions
and any nccessary adjustmonts in respoct of rovenuc which
he.s alrcady beon taken into account in the asscssments

of contributions:

(c) Contributions resulting from the asscssment of new

Mcmber States under Regulation 6.08; and
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(d) Any balance of the approvriations surrendered under

Rogulations 5.03 and 5.04Y.

To enablc the Secrotariat to propare its recommendations in time for the
session of the General Confeorence at which the scale is to be approved; only
those lM-mber So.tes which joined the Agency by 31 August have been included
in the scale now rccommended for approval. This cut—off date will of course
be adjusted in futurc ycars if the month in which the General Confercnce meets

is changed.

7. Accordingly, any country joining after 31 August 1958 and before
1 Januvary 1959 will havc its contributions for both 1958 and 1959 assessed on
the basis usoed in calculating the approved 1958 and 1959 ceontributions scalcs
respectively., Similarly; a country joining betwoen 1 January 1959 and

31 Au-ust 1959 will be asscssed a contribution for 1959 calculatcd on the basis

uscd for the approved 1959 scals,

8. Such contributions from new Members, whzther for 1958 or 1959, should
be rcgarded as additional income which would then be used, in accordance with
Finencial Regulation 6,02, to rcduce the amount of the appropriations to be

approved by the General Conferconce for 1960,

9. A draft scalc of asscossments for 1959, which gives cffect to the
above rccommendations, and which has basen calculated as shewn in the attached

Annox, is hercby submitted for the approval of the General Conforcence.
