RULES OF THE CONSULTATIVE STATUS OF NON-GOVIRIMENTAL
ORGANIZATIONS WITH THE AGENCY
L. Nature of consultative arrangements
1. The objectives of arrangements for consultation should be, on the onec

hand, to enable the Agency to secure expert information or advice from
organizations having special competence in the field in which such informa—
tion or advice is required, and to promote knowledge of the principles and
activities of the Agency and, on the other hand, to enablc organizations
which represent important groups whose work is relevant to that of the Agency
to express their views. The arrangements madc should not be such as to

overburden the Agency.

iT. Principles and conditions to be applied in granting consultative status

2 In order to achieve the objectives set forth in paragraph 1 the following
principles and conditions shall be gpplied by the Agency when considering
whether to grant consultative status to a non-govermmental organization:
(a) The work of the organization shall be directly related to that of
the Agency, and the organization shall be able to make a significant
contribution to the Agency's works
(b) The aims and purposes of thce organization shall be in conformity
with the spirit, purposcs and principles of the Agencys
(c) The organization shall undertake to support the work of the Agency
and promote knowledge of 1ts principles and activitics, in accordance
with the organization's alms and purposcs and the nature and scope of
its own competence and activitiesy
(d) The organization shall be of recognized standing. having an
established headquarters, an exccutive officer and a policy-making body,
and shall have authority to speak for its members through its authorized
rcepresentatives; and
(e) The organization shall be an international non-zovernmental organi-
zation of world-wide or regional scope, except that consultative status
may be granted to a national non-governmental organization after con-

sultation and with the consent of the Member State concerned if the
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activities of the nationcl orgonization are nut covered by an internctional
ncn—-gevernmentel org .aization ond if the noticnnl organization has special

competence on which the lgency wishes to drew.

Such meetings may include technical conferences, moetings

of experts, seninors, symposia and colloguic. Subject to any decision of the
Board of Governors, the privileges and frcilitiss nccorded to an orgonigzation
attending such o meceting shall conform, os for as appropriate, to the privilceges

and Tacilities set forth in Rules 3 and 4 of these Rules,

Ve Consultation with the Secrctoriat

6. A non-governmental crgonization to which consulitive st tus hos been granted
may consult with appropriate members of the Secrctorit on matters of mutual

interest. Such censultaticn may trke place ot the regquest of the non-governmental



orgrnizaticn conciurncd or 2t the request of the Dircctor Genornl.
