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1. At its sixteenth nmceting on 24 September 1959 the Committcee took up
item 17 of the agenda concerning the scale of Members'! contributions. it had
before it two documents: a reviscd scale of Members' contributions for 1959
(GC(III)/83) and a menorandum prepared by the Dircector General on the scale
for 1960 (GC(III)/84). The Comnittee established a Sub-Committee on Contri-

butions to study thesc docuncnts.

2. At the Committeels twenty—-sccond meeting on 30 September the Rapporteur of

the Sub-Cormittee, #r. Anders Forssc (Sweden), prescnted the Sub-Committee!s
roportl/ which rccormmended the Cormittce to submit the following three draft

regclutions to the General Confercnce:

{a) Draft resolution 4, setting out the final scale of contributions

for 19593
(b) Draft resolution B, sce¢tting out the proposcd secalc of contributions

for 1960s and
(¢) Draft rosolution G, proposing guiding principles for the asscessment

of Members' contributions in futurce yoars.

3. After a detalled discussion of the Sub-Committce's roeport, the delegate
from the United States of Anciica stated that althoush it was the opinion of

his Govornment that its contribution for 1960 should be at the level of

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32,27 per cent as proposed by the Sub-Commitiec, it would be willing to accept
a percentage contribution of 32.51 per cent, as in the final scalc recommended
for 1959, on the understanding that this action would not be rcgarded as a

precedent for future ycars.

4. In the light of this statcement the delcegate from the Union of South Africa
proposed orally that draft resolution B submitted by the Sub-Committce should
be amended in such a way as to provide that the scale for 1960 would be cxactly

the same as the reviscd scalc for 1959.

5. The draft rosolutions, with resolution B amended as indicated in the

previous paragraph, worce then voted upon with the following results:

(a) Draft resolution A was approved by 53 votes in favour, nonc against

with one abstontionsg

(b) Draft resolution B was approved by 53 votes in favour, nonc against

with one abstentions
(¢) Draft resolution € was approved by 53 votes in favour, none against

with one abstention.

6. The Committee therefore recormends for adoption by the General Conference

draft resolutiors A4, B and C reproduced in the annex to the present report.

(a) Recalling its resolution GC(II)/RES/33 whercby it rccommended that

commencing with the scale for 1960, any scale of asscssmonts which was approved
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in advance by the General Conference should be bascd on the scale adopted by
the United Nations for the preceding calendar ycar and should be final and not

subjcct to any rotroactive adjustmenty and

(b) Having in mind the desirability of providing the Dircctor General with

detailed guidance in prcparing scales of asscssments for approval by the

General Confercnceg

1. Approves the following principles to govern the implomentation of the
decision taken in resolution GC(II)/RES/33s

(a) The cocfficiont to be applied to the United Nations percentages for
States that arc iombors of the Agency in order to cstablish a scale
for thoe Agency shall not be applicd fa the porcontage of the Momber
‘bearing thc highest ratc of asscssment cr to those Members which
becar the minimum ratc of asscssmont in the United Naticns scalceg

(b) As Stateos hocome new Members of the Agoncy, the asscssmonts of the
then cxisting Members, other than thoso bearing the ninimum rate of
