REQUEST OF THW RZPUBLIC OF THE CONGO TO THE MaXT MEETING OF THE BOARD OF
GOVERWORS OF 22 SEPTUMBER STOP THT CONGOLISE GOVERNMENT DECLARES THAT IT
CCEPTS THE STATUT® OF THEI AGENCY AND WISHES TO FULFILL THE OBLIGATIONS
DEVOLVING UPON MFIMBER STATIS....."
