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BLECTION OF MTMBERS O THZ BOARD O GOVIRICORS

Report by the General Commitice

1. Rule 86 of the Nules of Procedurs stipulates that the General Committce
shall determine the number oF elective places which must be filled on the
Board of Governors by the General Conference so as t¢ ensure. compliance with
the provisions of Artiele VI,A,3 of the Statute. The Committce accordingly
notifieceg the General Conference that on 18 September 1962 1t determihed that,
provided the existing toext of that Article remains unchanged, five Members
must be elected to the Board during the proéent session. In this connection
the Committee ihvites attention to the last provision in the Article, which
stipulates that '

", .. no member in this category sz members clected to the Board

by the General Conferoncg7in any one term of office will beo

eligible for re-elcction in the same category for the following

term of office," 1/
2 Rule 86 further provides that the General Commitice shall specify
each geographical arca in respect of which an elcction is required to ensure
that, afte} the end of the session, the Board shall include a Mcmbef elected
by the General Conferencc from sach geographical area, except North America,
specified in Rule 83, In compliance with this provision, the Committee
hereby specifies that,; if Artielc VI,A.,3 of the Statute remains unchanged,

elections arc required in rospect of two geographical areass

(a} Africa and the Middle East, and

(v) South Tast Asia and the Pacific.

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The other three Members may be elcected from any geographical area in so far

as their election is mot™ precluded by “the provisions of Article Vi,

3. The Committec also detcrmined, however, that if the amendment to
Article VI.A.3 which the General Confcrence approved by Resolutioq
GC(V)/RES/92 has come into force beforc the ond of tho present session, then
seven Members must be clected during it. The Committee hereby specifies
that in thesce circumstances elections will bo required in respect of three
geographical areas, as followss

(a) Two Members from Latin Amcricas

(b) Threc Members from Africa and the Middle East; and

(c) One Member from South East Asia and thc Pacific.

The remaining Member may bc elected from any geographical area in sc far as

its clection is not procluded by the provisions of Articlc VI of the Statute.

A The Committec has requested its Chairmaen, in his capacity as President
of tho Geonoeral Conference, to inform the Confecrence immediately before it .
procceds to clect Members to the Board whether the situation reflected in

paragraphs 1 and 2 or in paragraph 3 above¢ then obtains.

De In view of the requirement in Rule 83 that the General Conference shall
conduct the elections with duc regard to equitable reprcscntation on the Board
as a whole of the Members in the geographical areas svccificd in that Rule,

it may wish to havc vefore it the following list Jf Members that have alrcady
been designated by the Boardg/ or elected by the General Conference< . to

serve on the Board aftcr the end of the prescent sessions
