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1. At its forty-eighth and forty-ninth meetings on 21 and 24 September 1962 

the Committee considered Item 16 of the agenda - Nuclear power. It had before 

it a joint report by the Board of Governors and the Director General on 

international co-operation for developing nuclear power projects, a note by

the Director General on nuclear power costs~, and a summary of the information 

gathered on the small power reactor projects in the United States of America 

and Canada as a result of invitations from these Member States—' . 

2. The following additional documents were before the Committees 

Joint draft resolution by Canada and the United States of 
America on the Agency's programme in nuclear power (GC(VI)/COM.1/70); 

and 

Joint draft resolution by Afghanistan, Austria, Japan, Spain and 

Tunisia on co-ordination of power questions (GC(VI)/COM.1/72). 

3, The Committee held a general debate on the subject as a whole, at the 

conclusion of which the Chairman expressed the hope that the Board of Governors 

and the Director General 'would study the mans* useful suggestions made during 

the discussion—' , 

4, The Committee then considered the two draft resolutions before it.

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5, The joint draft resolution submitted by Canada and the United States of 

America (GC( Vl)/GOM*l/jO) on the Agency's programme in nuclear power was 

approved unanimously without a vote. 

6, The first operativo paragraph of the joint draft resolution submitted by 

Afghanistan, Austria, Japan, Spain and Tunisia on co-ordination of power 

questions (GC(VI)/COM,l/72) read as follows? 

"Urges the Board of Governors and the Director General to take steps 
with a view to exploring ways and means of establishing a closer 
co-operation between the International Atomic Energy Agency, the 
United Nations and the specialized agencies in matters of power in 
general and of economics of power in particular, so as to achieve 
hy joint effort a higher degree of co-ordination and efficiency in 
these important fields?" 

7, An amendment proposed orally by Austria, to insert after the words 

"specialized agencies" the words "and the World Power Conference" was accepted 

by the other sponsors, 

8, The draft resolution thus amended was approved unanimously without a vote. 

9, The Committee accordingly recommends for adoption hy the General Conference 

the resolutions contained in Annexes I and II to the present report.
