2. That draft resolution provided that consideration of the question of
amending the financial provisions of the Statute be deferred until further
study had been made, and requested the Board of Governors to study that
question in the light of an amendment to article XIV of the Statute proposed
by the United Kingdom1 aad such other proposals as might be put forward,
and to report thereon to the General Confercnce at its seventh regular

session.

3 The amendments to the draft resolution prcvided for the deletion of
certain sub-paragraphs in the prsamble, for substitution of its operative
part by o request that the Board study the guestion of financin. the .gency's
activities in the light of the views oxpressed and any other proposal§ that
