also considered a draft resolution submitted by the Cmechoslovak Socialist

Republic requesting the Board %o review the rules regarding voluntary

contributions to the Agenoyé/.

2. In the course of the discussion it was agreed that the United States

draft resolwtion was broad enough to allow consideration by the Board of the

subject dealt with in th3 Czechoslovak draft resolution and that it would

therefore not be necessary to consider further the latter resolution. On
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that understanding the Committee unanimously decided to recommend that the

Gehérai Coniference adopt the United States draft resolution. .
