(d) Noting also that thce Board has dccided to undertale in 1964
the goneral roview of the iageoncy's safcguards system cenvisaged
in paragraph 5 of documcnt INFCIRC/269 giving particular attentien
to the provisgions relating to the attachmoent of safeguards to
cquipment,
