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1. At its thirty-fifth and thirty-sixth meetings on 16 and 17 September 1964,
the Committee considered under item 17 of the Agenda the representation of
intorgovernmental organizations at tho ninth regular scession of the General
Conference as well as the cstablishment of co~opcration beiween the Agency and
the Scientific, Technical and Rescarch Commission of the Organization for
African Unity (O4U).

2. With referonce to the former itom, the Committce had before it a draft
resolution submitted by the Board of Governorsl° In tho course of the
discussion it was suggested that it was not proper for the Board of Governors,
undor the Statutc and the relevant resolutions of the CGenoral Confercnce; to
invite the Buropean Atomic BEncrgy Community (BURATOM) to send an obscrver to
the Conforencey on the other hand, the view was also expresscd that it was
proper for the Board to invite this organizationz, The Committec unanimously

rececmmended resolution A for adoption by the Conference.

It was noted that this Commission is assuming the
functions of the Commission for Technical Co~opcration in Africaé/with which the
Agency had concluded a co-operation agroemont and which is being incorporated
into CLU. The representative of the Dircctor General rccalled the latter's
statement at.the opening of the prescnt gesgion of the Conferenoce in which the
establighment of close co-operation with the sciontific arm of the new
