Recommendations by the Board of Governors 

1. On 26 July and 0 September respectively the following communications received 

by the Director General, the first from the Minister for Foreign Affairs of Jordan 

and the second from the Acting Prime Minister and Minister of External Affairs of 

Jamaica, were communicated to the Board of Governors:

Communication from Jamaica 

"In the name of the Government of Jamaica I have the honour to submit an 

application for membership of the International Atomic Energy Agency. 

"I wish to assure you, in the name of my Government, that Jamaica is 

willing to carry out the obligations of membership of the Agency and to act 

in accordance with the purposes and principles of the Charter of the United 

Nations.
