The General Conference

(a) Recognizing the importance of education and training in relation

to social and economic development,

(v) Recalling the fast development of the uses of atomic cnergy for

peaceful purposes throughout the world,

(c) Realizing that the fAzency can play an important role to further
training, which is one of the most important aspects of science and
technology and a prerequisitc for scientific and technological progress,

(d) Bearing in mind the great experience gained by the Agency in these

realms,

1. Expresses its approciation to the Director General for the achievements of

2. Invitcs the Director General to continue to use all practicable means to

3. Requests him to consult i«ith the Dircctors Gencral of the International
Lalour Organisation and the United Nations Pducational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization with a view to intensifying tho co-operation and co—ordination
already'established in the field of education and training, in particular for
