3. The deleggate of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics stated thatl ths Soviet
Union could not recognize as valid any credentials issued by the Chiang Kai-shek
regime which did not represent anybody and also caid that this opinion was shared by
other sccialist countries Hewbers ¢f the Agency. In addition he regretizd that ths
membership of the Agency was not yet universal and that, while the Federal Republic
w1 Germany was represented, the German Democratic Republic had no possibility of

participatisg in the activities of the Agency.
4. The delezate of the Tnited Ztates of America dissented froui the remarks nade bty
the delegate of the Scvict Unjon and proposed that the Committee recommend io thc
Conference the adoptiom ol draft resolution T set forth at the ecnd of whis report.

Conference, by adopting this draft, follow the precedent set by the General Assembly

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5e The delegate of Poland supported the statement made by tie delegate of the
Soviet Unior, and stated furthermore that the Agency had a right tc decide
independently on its pclicy ard on its llembers.

6. The delegate of Australiz supported the draft resolution introduced by the
delegate of the United States and stated that these matters should not be
discussed in the Agency.

T. The United States proposz’) was accepted by the Committee by seven votes in
favour, two votes againct and no abstentions. -

the specialized zgencies'; and
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(b) Recallizg the action wvhich the iwenty-first regular -session of the
General Assembly of the United Nations took on 29 Novemter 1966 regarding

the representation of China,

1. Decides to take no action ou any proposal to change the representation of

China at its eleventh regular session; and

2. Finds that the credentials of the delegate of the Governmment of the Republic

of China conform with the provisions of Rule 27 of the Rules of Procedure.
