(b) REPORT OF THE CREDENTIALS COMMITTEE

Chairman: Professor Jacques ERRERA (Belgium)

1. The Credentials Committeel/ met on 27 September, when Professor Jacques Errera

of Belgium was unanimougly elected Chairman.

2. The delegate of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics stéted that the Soviet
Union could not recognize as valid any credentials issued by the Chiang Kai-shek
regime, which did not represent anybody. In addition he regretted'fhat the member-
ship of the Agency was not yet universal and that, while the Federal Republic of
Germeny was represented at the session, the German Democratic Republic had no possi-—

bility of participating in the activities of the Agency.

3. In supporting the statement made by the delegate of the Soviet Union, the
delegate of Hungary also stated vhat the credentials of South Viet-Nam and South

Korea were not acceptable to her Government.

4. The delegate of the United States of America dissented from the remarks mede by
the delegate of the Soviet Union and proposed that the Committee recommend that the
Conference adopt the draft resolution I which is reproduced in the last paragraph of
this report. He added that the issue of China's representation had been debated in
the General Assembly of the United Nations in the years 1961-1963 and 1965-19367,
where proposals for a change had always been rejected. He declared that it was de-
sirable that the Conference, by adopting the draft resolution, follow the precedents

set by the General Assembly and by other international organizations.
