"The letter and stateaent inply taat tiiere exists a Government
other than that of the Federzl Republic of (ermany entitled to speak
as reprecentative of the German people in international affairs.
This is not the case. The Government of the IFederal Republic of Germany
is the sole Gernan Government freely and legitiaately constituted and
entitled theredy to spezk in the nase of Jermany as representative of
the Geriian pecple in internaticnal affairs.
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"ie should be grateful if you would have this letier circulated
as an official document of the A1Ith Regular Session of the General
Conference.”
