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THE RECORD 

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA FOR THE 
MEETING (GC(XVI)/GEN/42) 

• 1. The agenda proposed for the meet ing 
(GC(XVI)/GEN/42) was adopted. 

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA AND ALLOCATION 
OF ITEMS FOR INITIAL DISCUSSION 
(GC(XVI)/478) 

2. The CHAIRMAN suggested that the 
Committee r ecommend the Conference to adopt 
an agenda for the sess ion compr is ing all the i t ems 
l is ted in the provis ional agenda (GC(XVI)/478). 

• 3. It was so decided. 

4. The CHAIRMAN reca l led that in the pas t 
the Committee had left it to the P r e s i d e n t of the 
Conference to decide, in consultation with the 
Secre ta r ia t , the bes t o rde r in which to take the 
agenda i t ems so a s to mee t the wishes of as many 
delegates as poss ib le . It seemed advisable for 
the Commit tee again to give the P re s iden t a 
s imi la r degree of la t i tude. He wished to suggest 
at that s tage, however, that i tem 3(b) - Report 
of the Credent ia ls Committee - be taken after the 
conclusion of the genera l debate and before the 
Conference went on to adopt resolut ions and take 
other dec is ions . 

• 5. The Committee decided to recommend the 
Conference to approve the allocation of agenda 
i t ems for init ial discussion suggested in 
document GC(XVI)/478. 

• 6. The Commit tee authorized the Chai rman 
to draw up i t s r e p o r t to the Conference. 

CLOSING DATE OF THE SESSION 

7. The CHAIRMAN reca l led that, under Rule 8 
of the Rules of P rocedure , the Commit tee was 
requ i red to submit a recommendat ion to the 
Conference on a closing date for the sess ion . 

8. In the light of the agenda that the Committee 
had decided to recommend to the Conference, it 
was reasonab le to a s sume that mos t of the t ime 

would be spent on i tem 9 - Genera l debate and 
r epo r t of the Board of Governors for 1971-72 -
and it seemed likely that that i tem would not be 
disposed of before the end of the week. As 
Monday would be devoted to vis i t ing the Sa lazar 
Nuclear Cent re , the sess ion could probably be 
brought to a close on the morning of Tuesday, 
3 October . He accordingly suggested that the 
Commit tee authorize him, once the gene ra l debate 
was well advanced, when it would be e a s i e r to 
judge whether his forecas t was c o r r e c t , to 
recommend on its behalf to the Conference that 
the Tuesday of the following week be fixed a s the 
closing date for the sess ion .

OPENING DATE OF THE SEVENTEENTH (1973) 
REGULAR SESSION 

10. The CHAIRMAN reca l l ed that it was 
cus tomary for the Committee to r ecommend to the 
Conference an opening date for the following 
regu la r sess ion , which normal ly fell on a Tuesday 
in the second half of September . In 1973 two 
Tuesdays could be considered, one falling on 18 
and the other on 25 Sep tember . The Viennese 
author i t ies had stated that it would be e a s i e r for 
them to provide the n e c e s s a r y faci l i t ies on the 
f i rs t of those da tes . He therefore suggested that 
the Committee authorize him to r ecommend ora l ly 
to the Conference that Tuesday, 18 September 1973, 
be fixed a s the opening date for the seventeenth 
regu la r sess ion .

12. The CHAIRMAN drew the C o m m i t t e e ' s 
attention to the Di rec to r G e n e r a l ' s memorandum 
on the election of Members to the Board of 
Governors (GC(XVI)/GEN/41). The Annex to 
that document contained the draft of a r e p o r t 
which the Commit tee could submit to the 
Conference.
