1. In accordance with Rule 2 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Conferenceif
the Directer General XKereby notifiea all Members of the Agency that the seventeenth

Hafburg, Vienna, on Tuesday, 18 September 1973, at 10.30 a.m.

2. Pursuant to Rule 11 the Director General has drawn up the attached provisional
agenda for the session in consultation with the Board of Governors.

3. The order in which items are listed is not to be construed as a formal proposal
that they should be discussed in that order: the numbers allecated to them do,
however, largely reflect the gequence in which the Conference hac taken up correx-
spordinglitems at recent sessioﬁs. The Conference may accordingly find it convenient
to take items 1-11 during the initial plenary meetings; items 12-18 are grouped
according to the committee in which it is suggested they should first be discussed;
and the remainder are those which it seems likely the Conference will wish to take-

up in subsequent pleﬁany meetings.

4. Should the Director General receive by 19 August any request under Rule 13 for
the inclusion of a supplementary item in the agenda, such an item will, subject to
the limitation in Rule 21, be placed on a supplementary 1iét of items which will be
circulated not later than 29 August.

1. Opening of the sesgion Plenary meeting

In tde light of Rule 33 of the Rules of Procedure, it is expected that the session

will be opened by the delegate of Mexico. immediaiely thereafter the presiding officer
will invite the delegates to Abserve a minute of silence dedicated to prayer or medi-

tation.

2, Election of the President Plenary meeting

Under Rule 34 the General Conference is required to elect a President to hold .

office until the end of the session.

3. Credentials of delegates to the seventeenth {(1973) regular session

(a) Appointment of the Credentials Committee Plenary meeting

Under Rule 28 the President will propose the appointment of a Credentials

Committee of nine members.

(b) Report of the Credentials Committee Plenary meeting

Under Rule 28 the Credentials Cémmittee is required to examine the

4. Election of the Vice~Pregidents Plenary méeting

Under Rule 34 the Conference is required fto elect eight Vice~Presidents to hold

office until the end of the session.®

Under Rule 40 the Conference is required to appoint a General Committee consisting
of the Pregident, the eight Vice-Presidents, the Chairmen of the Main Committees and

four additional members.

6. Applications for membership of the Agency Plenary meeting

Document GC(XVII)/498 will contain a recommendation by the Board of Governors for

the admission of the German Democratic Republic to membership of the Agency.
