Nations Joint Staff Pension Fund and from the Special Account of the

‘United Nationg; and

{(v) $23 137 000 from contributions by Member States on the basis of the scale
of assessment fixed by the General Conference in Resolution GC(XVII)/RES/}O};

3e Decides further that the funds appropriated for Section 9 in paragraph 1 above

shall be used only with the prior approval of the Board of Governors solely for the

purpose of compensating for changes in currency exchange -rates; and
4. Authorizes the Director General:

(a) In regpect of the Laboratofy; the expande& programme on nuclear safety
and environmental protection, publications, research contracts and services
provided to Member States or international organizations, to incur
expenditures additional to those for which provision is made in the
Regular Budget for 1974, provided that the relevant emoluments of any
staff involved and all other costs are entirely financed from revenues
arising out of sales, work performed for Member States or international
organizations, reseavrch grants, special contributions or other sources

exlbraneous to the Regulnr and Oporatlional PRudgets for 1974:; and

(b) With the prior approval of the Board of Governors, to make transfers

between any of the Sectiong listed in paragraph 1 above.
