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A COMMUNICATION FROM THE ALTERNATE TO THE DELEGATE OF THE
UNITED REPUBLIC OF CAMEROON

Note by the President

In response to the request made by the alternate to the delegate of the
United Republic of Cameroon in the second paragraph of a letter which he
addressed to the President on 26 September and which is reproduced below, the

text of the declaraticn transmitted with thal letter is set forth overleaf,.

(a) Considering that the Government of South Africa has repeatedly
and flagrantly violated the provisions of the United FNations
Charte} and of the resclutions of the Gemeral Assembly and the
Security Council, as stated in document A/9780 of 30 September 1974,

(h) Congidering that, since its twenty-fifih sessiony the General
Assembly has regularly rejected the credentials of the representatives

of South Africa,

(¢) Considering that, a% its twenty-ninth session, the General Assembly
declded to suspend South Africa from participation in its work,

(a) Noting the contradiction hetween these actions of the
General Assembly and the action of the Boari of Governors in
degpignating South Africa as a member of the Board for the area

of Africa, and

(e) Considerine that other African couniries satisfy the criteria
specified in Article VI.A.1 of the Agency's Statuteg

1. Protest against the designation of South Africa for membership of
the Board of Governors and; while recognizing that the decislon taken
by the Board should remein valid in respect of the current year,

request that such a decigion should not be repeated in future;

2. Invite the Beard of Governors to comply with the proﬁisions of Article
III,B.1 of ‘the Statute in designating its membersj and

3, Invite all delegations to recongider the criteria for the represen—
$ation of different gpeographlical areas on the Board of (overnors,
bearing in mind particularly the above-mentioned resolutions of the

General Agsembly of the United Naiions.
