EXAMINATION OF DELEGATES' CREDENTIALS

Report of the General Committee

At its twenty-sixth meeting on 23 September the General Committee
examined the credentials of delegates to the session, as provided for
in Rule 28 of the Conference's Rules of Procedure.x

The Chairman of the Committee announced that credentials satisfying
the requirements of Rule 27 of the Rules of Procedure had been submitted
to the Director General for the delegates of the following 71 Members:

The representative of Nigeria stated that the Committee
should not recognize the credentials of South Africa because
of its Governmment's policy of apartheid and racial discrimi-
nation. He believed that the examination of credentials
was not only a technical question linked to the Rules of
Procedure, but must also take account of the Statute, which
stipulated the responsibilities of Members of the Agency.
South Africa had been expelled from participation in the
work of some international organizations, there were United
Nations resolutions on this problem, and, moreover, the white
minority régime did not represent the majority of the people
of South Africa.

The representative of Nigeria was supported by the repre-
sentatives of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, India,
Romania, Kuwait and the German Democratic Republic.

The Chairman of the Committee of the Whole stated that
adherence to the Rules of Procedure was important, but being
an African he could not help but sympathize with the position
taken by the representative of Nigeria.

The representative of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
stated that his delegation supported the proposal of Nigeria
on the non-recognition of the credentials of South Africa.

His delegation was against the policy of apartheid and dis-
crimination which was widely condemned by the United Nations
and other international organizations. The Soviet delegation
also called for the non-recognition of the credentials of the
Chilean junta and of South Korea.

The representative of Romania also called for the non-
recognltlon of the credentials of South Korea.

The representative of Kuwait expressed his agreement with
the rejection of the credentials of the Republic of South
Africa, as proposed by the representatlve of Nigeria, for
the reasons indicated by the latter. He ingquired as to
whether such reéjection could be decided upon in the General
Committee or otherwise at the General Conference; it was
immaterial to him as to where the rejection was made.

The representative of the German Democratic Republic supported
the statement made by the representative of Nigeria and called
firthermore for the non-recognition of the credentials of the
Chilean junta and South Korea.

On the other hand, six other members of the Committee, the
representatives of the United States of America, Japan, the
Federal Republic of Germany, the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland, France and Canada, indicated
in their statements that the Committee should confine its
attention as to whether credentials submitted were in good
and proper order in accordance with Rules 27 and 28 and
avoid consideration of the political character of any
Government.

Thus, the representative of the United States of America
stated that the report of the General Committee should
adhere to Rules 27 and 28 of the Rules of Procedure. He
was supported by some representatives.

The representative of Japan stated that the policies of
Governments were beyond the competence of the Committee.

The representative of the Federal Republic of Germany
associated himself with the statements made by the repre-
sentatives of the United States of America and Japan.

The representative of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland stated that the United Kingdom strongly
condemned the policy of apartheid, but that the task of the
Committee was purely the examination of the credentials of
the delegates. The credentials of South Africa were in
order and therefore they should be accepted.

The representative of France stated that the Committee was
called upon to examine the technical problems of credentials
and that those should not be turned into political problems.

The representative of Canada, in stating that the examina-
tion of credentials was a technical matter, shared the views
expressed by the representatives of the United States of
America, Japan and others. He further stated that he was
very sympathetic to the objectives of the Nigerian repre-
sentative who, as he understood it, considered that the
Agency should try to influence the Government of South Africa
to abandon its policy of apartheid and racism. Canada
strongly condemned that policy. The mandate of the
Committee, however, was a technical, legal matter and it was
not within the Committee's powers to pronocunce upon the
policies of Member States.

The representative of Mexico stated his country's condemna~-
tion of the régime of apartheid. However, he also said that
when discussion on this point took place, his statement would
reflect the position taken by the Latin American countries.
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(p) The Chairman of the Board of Governors said that the Committee
should apply Rule 28 of the Rules of Procedure.

5. It was the consensus of the Committee that in line with past

practice those delegates for wnom satisfactory credentials had not
been received should be allowed to participate in the work of the

Conference, on the understanding that satisfactory credentials for
each of them would be submitted to the Director General as soon as
possible.

6. The Committee recommends the Conference to adopt the following
draft resolution:
