(a) Recalling the resolut ion adopted at i t s nineteenth regular session 

regarding the physical protection of nuclear f a c i l i t i e s and mater ia ls- ' 

in which, i n t e r a l i a , i t cal led upon Member States and the Director General 

to consider ways and meens of f a c i l i t a t i n g in ternat ional co-operation in 

dealing far ther with problems in t h i s area which are common to Member Sta tes , 

such as those r e l a t ing to the in ternat ional t ransfer of nuclear mater ia ls , 

(k) Noting with sa t i s fac t ion the recent ef for ts by the Director General 

to ass i s t Member States in the development and strengthening of t he i r national 

systems for the physical protection of nuclear f a c i l i t i e s and mater ia ls , 

including publication of a revision of the document e n t i t l e d "The Physical 
2/ Protection of "Nuclear Material" , and 

(c) Noting further c i rcula t ion by the Director General of a draft 

convention submitted by a Member State on physical protect ion of nuclear 

f a c i l i t i e s , materials and t ransports to a l l Member States on 16 June 1977.

1* Commends the Director General for his efforts in regard to this important 

matter; 

2. Urges the Director General to continue his efforts in consultation with 

Member States to promote international co-operation in ensuring the adequate 

physical protection of nuclear facilities and materials and to facilitate the 

development of an appropriate legal instrument to provide for such co-operation 

on as broad a scale as possible talcing into account that physical protection is 

primarily a national responsibility; 

3* Calls upon all Member States to support the Director General's efforts to 

facilitate the development of a convention on the physical protection of nuclear 

facilities and materials and transports, suitable for adoption by as many States 

as possible; and 

4« Requests the Director General to report to the General Conference at its 

next regular session on the progress made in this matter0 
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
