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THE AGENCY'S BUDGET FOR 1979 

A supplementary estimate submitted by the Board of governors 

1. The Board of Governors has come to the conclusion that more funds will be 

needed than the $65 177 000 the General Conference has appropriated for the 

Regular Budget expenses in 1979-/ to meet the Agency's commitments in carrying 

out the approved programme. The Regular Budget for 1979 was based on an exchange 

rate of 15.05 Austrian schillings to the United States dollar. Throughout the 

year, the United Nations operational rate of exchange has been significantly 

below the budgeted rate of exchange. Assuming that the United Nations operational 

rate of exchange for December will be 12.90 schillings to the dollar, which is 

the exchange rate applicable in November, the actual average exchange rate for 

1979 would be 13.36 schillings to the dollar. , 

2. With an average operational exchange rate of 13.36 schillings to the dollar 

for 1979, a deficit of $6 180 000 could be expected as a result of the realignment 

of currencies. Details are provided in the following table.
