THE AGENCY'S BUDGET FOR 1984

Modification

1. On 6 October 1983, the Board of Governors decided that an exchange
rate of 17.50 Austrian schillings to the United States dollar would be an
appropriate basis for the 1984 budget estimates. This means a downward
adjustment by US $ 3 939 000 of the estimates based on a dollar/schilling

exchange rate of 16.60.

2. The Board accordingly informs the Conference that total Regular
Budget appropriations in the amount of US $ 96 830 000 are recommended
for 1984. A modification of draft resolution A (“Regular Budget
appropriations for 1984") contained in Annex VI to document GC(XXVII)/686

is attached hereto.
