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STAFFING OF THE AGENCY'S SECRETARIAT

Implementation of General Conference resolution GC(XXV)/RES/386

1. In accordance with paragraph 3 of resolution GC(XXV)/RES/386 and

paragraph 2 of resolution GC(XXXV)/RES/564, the Director General presents, in

the Annexes hereto, statistical data on the Professional staffing situation

in the Secretariat.

2. In the light of the discussion under this agenda item in the Board of

Governors in September 1990, the reference dates from 1991 onwards have been

changed from 1 September to 1 August in order to ensure earlier distribution

of the document. The reference dates now include 1 September 1989, in order

to provide comparative data for the four-year periods specified in

GC(XXV)/RES/386 and GC(XXXIII)/RES/521.

3. The tables are similar in substance to those provided last year, in

document GOV/2536-GC(XXXV)/968 except for inclusion of the reference date of

1989-09-01. The charts have been prepared to reflect greater clarity of data

and to comply with the last phrase in paragraph 3 of resolution

GC(XXXIV)/RES/541, which calls for reports reflecting "the percentage of posts

held by nationals of developing countries both region-wise and as a whole from

year to year". As there is no generally accepted definition of "developing

country" within the Agency, the relevant charts are based on a division of

countries into those which are members of the Group of 77 - to which most

developing countries belong - and those which do not.

4. The information on applications received is presented this year in both

chart and table format to indicate applications received from outside

applicants by gender and country for those vacancies for which recruitment

action was completed during the reference period, and to show applications

received in response to safeguards inspector vacancy notices during the

reference period.

5. As in the past, the data relate to staff members in posts that are

subject to geographical distribution; staff in linguistic posts (i.e.

interpreters, revisers, translators and editors) and shared-cost posts are

only covered in Annex VI. Of the 653 regular staff members in the

Professional and higher categories, 597 are in posts subject to geographical
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distribution. However, again as in the past, information is also given on

cost-free experts, extra-budgetary staff and consultants, provided they were

being employed by the Agency on 1 August 1992 and their term of employment was

six months or longer.
