June 1997 of their commitment to the "Programme for Prevention and Combatting
[licit Trafficking in Nuclear Materials".

2. Welcomes the activities in the fields of prevention, response, training and information
exchange undertaken by the Secretariat in support of efforts against illicit trafficking;

4. Requests the Director General to submit a report to the General Conference at its next
regular session on activities undertaken by the Agency in the intervening period.
