fixed by the General Conference in resolution GC(45)/RES/8; and 

 
 
3. Authorizes the Director General: 
 

(a) To incur expenditures additional to those for which provision is made in the Regular 
Budget for 2002, provided that the relevant emoluments of any staff involved and all 
other costs are entirely financed from revenues arising out of sales, work performed 
for Member States or international organizations, research grants, special 
contributions or other sources extraneous to the Regular Budget for 2002; and 

 
(b) With the prior approval of the Board of Governors, to make transfers between any of
