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the use of stable isotopes to evaluate nutrient requirements, the 

adaptation to low nutrient intake, the bioavailability of nutrients, and the 

outcomes of nutritional interventions. His work with stable isotopic 

evaluations of essential amino acid requirements formed the primary 

evidence for the recent WHO/FAO/ONU recommendations for human protein and amino 

acid requirements. 
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
